We use the simple future to express (usaremos el futuro simple para expresar):
e A prediction based on opinion or beliefs (predicciones basadas en opiniones o
creencias).
e Intention or promise (intensiones o0 promesas).
e A sudden decision made at the moment of speaking (una decision repentina tomada
al momento del habla).

El futuro simple se forma de la siguiente manera:

a== DOSITIVE ‘> Subject+will+V,+... >
— / NEGATIVE ---> Subject + will not + V1 + ... >'
=~ QUESTION ---> Will + Subject+V1+..? >

Este tiempo verbal usa el auxiliar will en la formacion de las oraciones seguido de un verbo
infinitivo. WILL nos indica que nos estamos refiriendo al futuro.
