Adverbios de frecuencia: Los adverbios de frecuencia nos permiten exponer con que
regularidad ocurre algo, es decir, cada cuanto tiempo se produce la accion del verbo o con que
periodicidad sucede lo expresado por la frase entera. Ejemplo

You’re always complaining! / jSiempre te estas quejando!

I’m very busy so I hadly ever have time to watch tv. / Estoy muy ocupado, asi que casi
nunca veo television.

Algunos de estos adverbios son: always (siempre), usually (usualmente), often (a menudo),
sometimes (a veces), hardly ever (casi nunca), never (nunca).

Recordemos que para dar la hora en punto usamos la palabra o’clock:

3:00 It’s three o’clock Son las 3 en punto.

Recordemos en inglés nombrar primero los minutos y después la hora.

Para nombrar los minutos que pasaron de la hora en punto hasta las y media usamos past:

Ejemplo 3:10 It’s ten past three. Son 10 (minutos) pasadas las 3(horas)

Los numeros 15 y 30 se reemplazaran por las palabras quarter (cuarto)y half (media)
Ejemplo 3:15 It’s quarter past three(son las tres y cuarto) 3:30 It’s half past three (son las
tres y media)

Luego usaremos la palabra to para indicar los minutos que faltan para la hora siguiente.
Ejemplo: 3:40 It’s twenty to four. (son veinte para las cuatro = son las cuatro menos veinte)

Las siglas AM y PM son utilizadas para referirnos a cada uno de los periodos de 12 horas
en que esta dividido el dia. AM Ante Meridiem (antes del mediodia) Y PM Post Meridiem
(pasado el mediodia).
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Cuando deseamos expresar que permaneceremos en un determinado lugar por un cierto

periodo de tiempo lo hacemos con las siguientes preposiciones: from... to (desde... hasta).

Ejemplo: Jack stays at work from 8am to 1pm. Jack permanece en su trabajo desde las 8am

hasta lalpm.
