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GRAMMAR.

Be going to: Affirmative

We use “be going to” to talk about the future (plans and firm intentions) especially in an
informal style .We can also use it to talk about predictions based on present evidence. Usamos
“be going to” para hablar sobre planes e intenciones firmes y predicciones basados en
evidencias presentes.

Affirmative sentences. Oraciones afirmativas.

Sabemos que en ingles las oraciones se forman basicamente respetando el siguiente esquema

Subject (sujeto) + Verb (verbo) + Object (objeto)

En este tiempo verbal, el verbo para poder expresar estas acciones futuras, estara formado

Examples: I am going to travel to Mendoza Yo voy a viajar a Mendoza (es un plan a futuro)
We are going to work at a law firm soon. Nosotros vamos a trabajar para una importante

firma legal pronto. (intencién firme)
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The sky is grey, it is going to rain for sure. El cielo esta gris, va a llover con seguridad.
