Should/ Shouldn't es un modal como el Can/ Can't. Recuerdan!!! LO ESTUDIAMOS EN LA
GUIA 8.

SHOULD / SHOULDN'T....... significa ......... DEBERIA

En general, SHOULD no es tanto una obligacién como algo que es aconsejable hacer.
De hecho, tu decides si quieres tener en cuenta ese consejo 0 no. Sin embargo,
fijate como cambia el significado de ese consejo cuando lo dices en negativo. Porque
una recomendacion expresada de esta manera, indica cierto malestar por tu parte. Es
decir, que si te digo: «no deberias hablar tanto», te estoy pidiendo que te calles.
Por lo tanto, vas a ver ahora el uso de SHOULD/SHOULDN’T de manera especifica
para que conozcas la riqgueza expresiva de este modal. Tanto en afirmativo como en
negativo, sin olvidarnos de sus matices interrogativos.
SHOULD, en afirmativo, te sirve para dar consejos o tu punto de vista sobre un tema.
De hecho, para expresar los primeros simplemente dices la frase con SHOULD vy, para
el segundo caso, puedes anadir | THINK antes.

Por ejemplo,
cuando dices: «el pedido deberia llegar mafiana por la mafiana». Es decir, que muestra
una realidad deseada en el futuro.
