Spelling rules — Reqglas de gramatica

La mayoria de los verbos en ingles forma el gerundio agregando “ing” al verbo infinitivo.

Examples:

BUY (comprar) _______, BUYING
NO CHANGE/ SPEAK (hablar) ________, SPEAKING

; WORK (trabajar) _, WORKING

Los verbos terminados en vocal “e” pierden la vocal y agregan “ing”.
Examples:

MAKE (hacer) _____, MAKING
CHANGE 4 WRITE (escribir)__, WRITING
Los verbos que terminan en “ie” cambian esa terminacion por “y” y luego agregan “ing”.
CHANGE ———»  LIE (mentir) — >  LYING
Los verbos de una sola silaba terminados en una vocal y una consonante, duplican la

consonante y luego agregan “ing”.

Examples:

RUN (correr) ——» RUNNING
DOUBLE / SWIM(nadar) -, SWIMMING

LETTERS JOG (trotar) —, JOGGING
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Los verbos acentuados en la sequnda silaba también duplican la consonante y luego agregan
“ing”
DOUBLE _, BEGIN (comenzar) —, BEGINNING

LETTERS ADMIT (admitir) ——, ADMITTING
